Warren Buffet:

Shipman has helped several of his clients with 
distance challenges.  
Daddy insists that anyone not getting 
competent at golf today – barring those in

have no one but themselves to blame. There 
are only two chief reasons somebody fails to 
move ahead, winds up at year's end where they 
started at January 1st: One, they don't go and 
get, find, beg, buy the information they need, 
and two, they don't implement the good ideas 
they do get. Hugely successful people prize, 
treasure, value, relentlessly seek, and have 
insatiable curiosity for information.

BETTER GOLF 
INSTRUCTION SECTION - 
 

Questionable 
instruction, part 2:  
In several of daddy’s past issues, he picked on 
all the non golf professional sorts who are out 
there trying to help people get better, spouting 
their advice at frustrated ears. Amateurs 
teaching amateurs. Unfortunately, there are 
many individuals in the golf business (some 
are even affiliated with the PGA of America), 
who delve into teaching, primarily for the 
financial perks, with little or no experience.  
They are not professional instructors – expert 
coaches/learning facilitators as daddy prefers 
to call his most respected colleagues – and 
teach mostly to put a few extra dollars in their 
pockets. However, the unknowing student may 
assume that because one is wearing a nametag 
that says “golf professional,” that individual is 
experienced and qualified to instruct.  
 
Like with most things in life, when you need 
assistance, you go to an expert in that field. If 
you injure your foot, you will probably make 
an appointment with a foot specialist – not an 
internist; if you need help with your taxes, you 
take them to a tax specialist – not someone 
who owns a calculator and knows how to 
count. 
 
Golf instruction is no different. There are 
approximately 28,000 PGA Professionals (and 
many more apprentices, working towards 
membership), and although they have all 
acquired a well-rounded education to achieve 
membership, most of them have an area of 
expertise. Could be golf course operations, 
could be coordinating and running 



 

 

tournaments, could be merchandising.   
 
Daddy’s is instruction and coaching.  He’s an 
expert/specialist in the field of helping people 
learn to better swing a golf club and play the 
game. He studies, observes, converses, and 
interacts with fellow teaching professionals 
and players on a regular basis – and has for 
years – so as to provide the best information, 
tools, technologies, and insight to his clients. 
So do yourself a favor if you are considering 
instruction: inquire into the instructor’s 
background and training. Make sure you are 
investing your time and money with someone 
who is experienced and passionate about their 
profession, and at the very least, one who 
primarily teaches golf for a living, not as a 
hobby. 
 

The Golftective- 
Solving the Slice Mystery 

My daddy was recently working with a client 
who is a chronic slicer.  So much so that his 
friends would bet him $100 that no matter 
what he did, he would always slice.  And they 
always won!   
 
After losing thousands of dollars, this client 
finally came to my daddy to SOLVE THE 
SLICE MYSTERY.  After watching him take 
a few swings my daddy gave the client a huge 
breakthrough.  Come to find out this client 
was setting the clubface open early in the 
back-swing and not compensating for it in the 
downswing.  This open clubface position in 
the backswing was caused by… Upgrade to 
Silver Golf Improvement Membership or any 
of the Gold Options to find out what happened 
and see the Exhibits.   
 

Backswing- How far back 
should you go? 

There are no magic numbers and this is not an 
absolute.  There are very good players that 
over rotate and very good players who under 
rotate.  The Titleist Performance Institute 
found that tour players average rotation at the 
top (with a 5 iron) are:  pelvis - (30 to 46 
degrees rotation away from target)  upper body 
(73 to 86 degrees rotation away from the 
target)
